No fence shall be constructed, erected, altered, or otherwise changed unless a
Building Permit and Zoning Permit has first been issued.

The following information is required upon submittal of application: Plans and
specifications of the proposed fence, including its type, dimensions, area, height,
materials, color, and method of construction. Drawings and/or brochure pictures are
acceptable and should be included.

Highlights from the "Zoning Regulations City Of Bristol"
Section IV.A.18 Fences

a. Fences located within the required front yard shall have a maximum height of
four feet, six inches (4 1/2 ft.) and shall be at least 50 percent open.

b. Chain link fences shall not be allowed in the required front yard.

Fences located within the front yard but beyond the required front yard,
within a side yard, or within the rear yard shall have a maximum height of six
feet, six inches (6 1/2 ft.).

d. No fence shall be located closer than three feet from the front lot line or
closer than six inches from any other lot line.

e. All fences shall be uniform in material and color. In the case of a fence with a
finished side and an unfinished side, the finished or more decorative side shall
face outward toward the adjoining lot or the street.

f.  Except as otherwise permitted by Sections 47-47 and 47-48 of the CT General
Statutes, barbed wire fences and fencing materials shall be prohibited as
permanent fencing.

693-7891 The cost of a building permit is $14.00 per $1,000 of estimated cost, subject
to a minimum fee of $28.00 (for permits with an estimated cost of up to $2,000.00).
The Building Official requests that you do not compute your own cost and encourages
you to contact the Building Department with any questions regarding fees. We also
encourage you to contact the Building Department to obtain permit applications. A
fence near a property boundary that creates a visual barrier between properties cannot
exceed six feet in height except with the written permission of all of the surrounding
neighbors or a Special Exception Permit from the Zoning Commission, in which case
the fence can go as high a seven feet. A fence can be placed right up to the property

Canton line with a neighbor but should not be placed directly on the line as half of the fence
posts would be encroaching on the neighbor's property. It is recommended that
enough room be left on the opposite side of the fence to maintain it without
trespassing. A fence should stay at least a car length from the curb of the road or
further if necessary to ensure that the fence does not obstruct the view of passing
motorists or neighbors attempting to exit their driveways. In many cases the Town or
State right-of-way extends twelve feet or more from the curb line, prohibiting the
installation of fence in any event without permission. In most cases, common courtesy
dictates that the front face of a decorative fence should face away from the owner's
property but doing so is not required.

East Granby NO 653-3444

17) Section 302.7 is amended to read as follows: All accessory structures, including
detached garages, fences and walls, shall be maintained structurally sound and in good
repair. On or after September 30, 2002, no person shall erect or replace any fence
exceeding four feet in height in the front yard of any residential property in the town.
As used in this section, "front yard" shall mean any portion of the property between
the street frontage and the residential building but shall not include the side yard or
rear yard of residential property that is a corner lot or through lot. Notwithstanding
the provisions of this paragraph, a residential property owner may request permission
to erect or replace any fence of more than four feet in height but not exceeding six feet
in height in such owner's front yard from the Property Maintenance Code Board of
Appeals established pursuant to this section. Such application shall be filed with the
Director of Inspections and Permits. The Board shall meet to review such request
within thirty days of the receipt of the request by the Director of Inspections and
Permits. In determining whether to approve such request filed pursuant to this
paragraph, the Board shall consider the impact of the fence on the safety of the
residents in the neighborhood and the physical, legal, or other reasons, why
compliance with the four foot height restriction is a hardship. On or after April 15,
2008, a person may erect a fence consisting of wood, wood composite, metal or plastic
coated chain link, polyvinyl chloride or similar hard plastic compound material or such
other material approved by the Director of Inspections and Permits. No fence shall
consist of tarp, canvas, or similar material. Any slats in between the chain links of a
fence shall be of a uniform color pattern and shall be trimmed to grade level and to the
top rail of the fence.

Yes, required yard along a street, which is greater than four feet in height, unless
otherwise approved by the Town Plan and Zoning Commission. In approving such
fences, the Commission shall give due consideration to the protection of the existing
streetscape and any scenic views or vistas. The Commission may require the
installation of plant material or other suitable material to soften the view of the
fence or wall.
VISIBILITY
On a lot located at the intersection of two streets within any zone, no object more
than two and
one-half feet in height, as measured from the edge of the pavement of each of the
roadways, shall be placed or maintained within the triangular area formed by the
intersecting edges of the pavement and a straight line connecting points on such
pavement edges, each of which points is 25 feet distant from the point of
intersection. Such objects include, but are not limited to plantings; fences, walls or
lampposts; however, utility poles and street signs may be permitted within the
triangle provided they do not interfere with the visibility of a motorist.
REQUIREMENTS
1. You will be required to complete a Building Department Permit Application - Page
Farmington 21 for the installation of any fence over 6 feet in height. For fences 6 feet or less in
height, you must complete a Registration Form (on our web site — under Forms &
Permits) with the Planning Office to ensure the legal location of such fence.
2. A Certificate of Insurance showing Workmen’s Compensation where a building
permit is required.
3. If you do not have Workmen’s Compensation or are a sole proprietor or
homeowner, you can complete the State Form 7A, 7B or 7C.
4. You will need a Call Before you Dig Number (CBYD) if you are excavating any of the
site by machine. Please call 1-800-922-4455 for a Call Before You Dig Number
5. You should submit a plan showing the location of the proposed fence. You may use
the Town’s tax map to locate such fence. A drawing or picture from a catalogue
illustrating the fence is required. You may locate your fence on the property line;
however, you may want to offset the location so there is ample room to maintain the
fence without a need to access your neighbor’s property. Farmington has no
regulation requiring that the “bad side” or “unfinished side” of a fence face into your
property
6. Fences located within the historic district, or on property of a historic property and
visible from a street, must receive the approval of the Farmington Historic District
Commission.

Fence Construction

A fence permit is required for any fence construction being done in the Town of West
Hartford. The maximum height allowed for fence construction is 7 feet behind the
building lines, 4 feet high and 50% open in front of the building line.

Fence Regulation: Please be advised that in the Town of West Hartford it is permissible
to face the fence in either direction. It is not necessary for the more attractive side of
the fence to be facing your neighbor. You are entitled to have the more attractive side
of the fence facing your direction. Fence regulations apply to all types of fences, any
structure used as an enclosure, barrier, or partition.

Applications for permits are accepted in Zoning Office, Town Hall, Room 214 from 8:00
AM to 4:30 PM, Monday through Friday. There is a $70 fee (payable by check to the
Town of West Hartford) and a diagram is required which shows the property, gives the
type of fence to be constructed and shows where the fence will be placed.

No permit is required for a fence. Fences can be placed up to and on the property line.

You must know where the property boundaries are (property survey, boundary
markers — pins or monuments). No permit is required for a fence.

3.1.2 B - Fences, Walls, and Hedges

1. Residential Fences, Walls, and Hedges

1. No fence, wall, or hedge in excess of four feet in height may be
located within five feet of any property line within the required front
yard. Higher fences, walls, or hedges up to a maximum height of six
feet may be erected within the required front yard if they are set
back five feet from the property line for each additional foot of
height.

2. No fence, wall, or hedge exceeding six feet in height may be located
within any required side or rear yard.

3. No fence, wall, or hedge that obscures the vision of motorists or
pedestrians shall be located within a ten-foot radius of the
intersection of any driveway edge and a street property line.

2. Non-Residential Fences, Walls, and Hedges

Fences that do not obscure the vision of motorists or pedestrians may be built to a
height of eight feet. Other types of fences, walls, or hedges shall be no greater than six
feet in height.

14.1.8 Visibility at Intersections

To maintain a clear line of sight for motorists at intersections, no wall, fence, structure,
planting, or other visual obstruction exceeding a height of two feet above the street
grade (except for trees with a clearance of at least six feet below the canopy) shall be
located within the triangular area formed by two lines measuring 35 feet along each
intersecting street line from the point of intersection and a straight line or hypotenuse
connecting those lines.
